AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MONTGOMERY, TEXAS, AMENDING SECTIONS 98-2, 98-65, 98-93, 98-
123, 98-155, 98-185, 98-215 and 98-245 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF MONTGOMERY, TEXAS, PROVIDING A
REQUIREMENT FOR A VISUAL BARRIER, CREATING AND
MODIFYING VARIOUS YARD REQUIREMENTS, AND REMOVING
THE TABLE OF THE PERMITTED USES FROM THE CODIFIED
ORDINANCE AND DIRECTING THAT IT BE MAINTAINED ON FILE
AT THE OFFICE OF THE CITY SECRETARY; REPEALING ALL
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR A SAVINGS CLAUSE;
AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Montgomery has determined that Sections
98-2, 98-93, 98-123, 98-155, 98-185, 98-215 and 98-245 of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Montgomery, Texas should be amended to add a requirement for a visual barrier, create and
modify various yard requirements, and to remove the table of permitted uses from the Code and
direct that it be maintained on file at the office of the City Secretary; and

WHEREAS, the proposed amendment was first considered by the City of Montgomery
Planning and Zoning Commission, and the Planning and Zoning Commission, after due notice
and public hearing, made a recommendation on the proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, the City Secretary caused to be published the notices of public hearing
required by the City of Montgomery Zoning Ordinance (the “Zoning Ordinance™) and the laws
of the State of Texas applicable thereto; and

WHEREAS, the City Council, pursuant to such notices, held its public hearing and heard
all persons wishing to be heard both for and against the proposed change in the Zoning
Ordinance, on the 23" day of August, 2005;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF MONTGOMERY, TEXAS, THAT:

SECTION 1. Section 98-2 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery,
Texas, is amended by adding the following new definitions (to be codified in alphabetical order):

Visual Barrier means a continuous unbroken and solid
screen of masonry construction, or fencing, natural hedge
or vegetation at maturity (2 vears), or a combination
thereof, of not less than six feet measured from the existing
natural ground level. Non-vegetative barriers must be a
maximum of eight feet in height measured from the
existing natural ground level. Vegetation must consist of
any combination of trees, shrubs, berms, or other natural
flora. The Visual Barrier Improvements shall be adequate
to accommodate the proposed screening, and must be a
minimum of one foot in width for non-vegetative screening
and five feet in width for vegetative screening provided it
creates a visual barrier. The City shall not be responsible
for the maintenance of required screening. Deed
restrictions and covenants, if any, filed of record and
running with the land for any tract, shall make provisions
for a maintenance entity authorized to provide maintenance
of the Visual Barrier improvements through assessment of
the costs thereof to lot owners.

Adjoining or abutting means touching, in contact with,
bounding on, or bordering on. Where all or any part of a
lot touches or borders on another lot, it adjoins and abuts
such other lot which touches or borders on such street and
is situated across the street from the lot or portion thereof.
The width of the street shall not be included in calculating
the minimum yard requirements required by this section.

SECTION 2. Section 98-65 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of
Montgomery, Texas, is amended to read as follows:

Permitted uses and special uses in the various zoning
districts are as specified in the table entitled “Table of
Permitted Uses,”(adopted as Ord. No. 1994-4, table 1, 12-
6-1994) which is kept and maintained at the office of the
Secretary for the City of Montgomery.

SECTION 3. Section 98-93 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of
Montgomery, Texas, is amended to read as follows:
