ORDINANCE NO. 2005-12

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MONTGOMERY, AMENDING AND MODIFYING VARIOUS SECTIONS
OF CHAPTER 78 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
MONTGOMERY, PROVIDING FOR THE CLASSIFICATION OF STREETS,
SETTING REQUIRED RIGHT-OF-WAY  WIDTHS, STREET
ALIGNMENTS, AND PAVEMENT WIDTHS, PROVIDING ADDITIONAL
REQUIREMENTS FOR DRAINAGE AND STORM SEWERS, SANITARY
SERVICE SYSTEMS, WATER SYSTEMS, SIDEWALKS, EASEMENTS,
AND THE PUBLIC FACILITY GUARANTEE REQUIRED UNDER
SECTION 78-62, AND ADOPTING AND INCORPORATING BY
REFERENCE A DESIGN CRITERIA MANUAL, REPEALING ALL
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR A SAVINGS CLAUSE;
AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Montgomery has determined that various
sections of Chapter 78 (the “Subdivision Ordinance™) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of
Montgomery, Texas should be amended to provide for the classification of streets, set required right-
of-way widths, street alignments, and pavement widths, provide additional requirements for drainage
and storm sewers, sanitary service systems, water systems, sidewalks, easements, and the public
facility guarantee required under section 78-62, and to adopt and incorporate by reference a design
criteria manual; and

WHEREAS, the proposed amendments were first considered by the City of Montgomery
Planning and Zoning Commission, and the Planning and Zoning Commission made a
recommendation on the proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, the City Secretary caused to be posted a notice of public hearing required by the
laws of the State of Texas applicable thereto: and

WHEREAS, the City Council, pursuant to such notice, held its public hearing and heard all
persons wishing to be heard both for and against the proposed change to the Subdivision Ordinance.
on the 30" day of August, 2005; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Montgomery deems it necessary and in the best
interest of the City and its inhabitants to amend and modify the Subdivision Ordinance;



NOW THEREFORE, BE; ITORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF MONTGOMERY, TEXAS, THAT:

SECTION 1. Section 78-62(d) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery is
amended to read as follows: .

(d) Water Sewer, Paving and Drainage Plans.

Two sets of plans and specifications for water, sanitary
sewers, storm sewers, paving and drainage prepared by a registered
professional engineer must be submitted with the final plat. Asnoted
in Article V of this chapter, all developers will be required to retain
services of the city engineer for the design and inspection of all public
utilities that the city will maintain after development occurs. The
subdivision plat cannot be approved by the city council for
recordation until the city council approves construction plans for the
subdivision and suitable -arthngement for water supply and
wastewater treatment are approved by the city council.

Approval of construction plans shall expire 12 months after
the approval of the city council except that the developer may apply,
in writing, prior to the end of such 12-month period, for an extension
of said approval, setting forth the reasons for the need for such an
extension. The city council may, at its discretion, extend the approval
period for an additional 12-months. However, in no event shall the
city council approve construction plans beyond a total of two vears
from the date of approval.

SECTION 2. Section 78-62(i) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery. Texas,
is amended to read as follows:

(1) Public facility construction guarantee. A fiscal guarantee of
100% of the construction cost of water, sewer, pavement,
drainage facilities, and all public facilities for the subdivision,
as approved by the city engineer and city attorney, shall be
provided to the city council and approved by city council prior
to the final plat being approved and recorded.

SECTION 3. Section 78-91 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery is
amended to read as follows:
