ORDINANCE NO. _ 2005-13

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MONTGOMERY, TEXAS, AMENDING AND MODIFYING VARIOUS
SECTIONS OF CHAPTER 90 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE
CITY OF MONTGOMERY, TEXAS, ESTABLISHING AN AMENDED
SCHEDULE OF FEES FOR INSPECTIONS, TAP FEES, DEPOSITS,
RETURNED CHECKS, AND OTHER CHARGES; ESTABLISHING
MONTHLY RATES FOR WATER AND SEWER SERVICES FOR
RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL CONSUMERS; REPEALING ALL
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR A SAVINGS CLAUSE;
AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Montgomery, Texas has determined that various
sections of Chapter 90 (the “Utilities Ordinance™) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of
Montgomery, Texas should be amended to add certain inspection fees, and to modify existing
charges and rates for residential and commercial taps, deposits, and returned checks and other
charges, and to establish monthly rates for water and sewer services for residential and commercial

consumers; and
WHEREAS, the City Secretary caused to be posted a notice of public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the City Council, pursuant to such notice, held its public hearing and heard all
persons wishing to be heard both for and against the proposed changes to the Utilities Ordinance, on
the 25" day of October, 2005; and

WHEREAS, the City Council, with the advice and input from the City Engineer and the
City’s financial advisor, has determined an appropriate fee schedule for certain utility services, based
on historical data and other factors related to the costs of providing such services;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF MONTGOMERY, TEXAS, THAT:

SECTION 1. Section 90-34 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery is
amended to read as follows:



Sec. 90-34. Persons authorized to make connections to water and sewer systems.

No person, other than the properly authorized agents of the city, shall be
permitted to tap or make any connection with the mains, distributing pipes, or
collection lines of the city’s water or sewer system, or make any repairs or additions
to or alterations in any tap, pipe} cock or other fixture connected with the service
water pipe or sewer lines.
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SECTION 2. Section 90-61(a) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery is
amended to read as follows:

Sec. 90-61. Deposits.

(a) Utility deposits, paid in advance, will be required for residential and
commercial consumers as follows:

(1) Residential consumers: A deposisof $125.00.
(2) Commercial consumers: A deposit of $250.00.
SECTION 3. Section 90-62 of the Code of Ordiniances of the City of Montgomery, Texas,
is amended to read as follows:
Sec. 90-62. Returned Check Charge.
A charge of $25.00 will be made on all returned checks tendered for payments
under this division.
SECTION 4. Section 90-64 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery is
amended to read as follows:
Sec. 90-64. Monthly rates for sewer service inside city.
Monthly rates for sewer service inside the city are as follows:
(1) Residential rate. The following rate per month shall be charged for sewer
service furnished to residential consumers in every instance in which a

different charge is not expressly and clearly provided for in this division:

For sewer service, flatrate permonth.................cooiiinnn $18.50



(2) Commercial rate. The following rate per month shall be charged for sewer
service furnished to commercial consumers in every instance in which a
different charge is not expressly and clearly provided for in this division:

For the first 2,000 gallons of water used.............coceevereereenn. $18.50
For each 1,000 gallons of water used over 2,000 gallons .......... £ 2.00

(3) Minimum charge for commercial consumers. The minimum monthly charge
for commercial consumers shall be $18.50.

SECTION 5. Section 90-65 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Montgomery, Texas,
is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 90-65. Monthly rates for water service outside city.
Monthly rates for water service outside the city are as follows:

(1) Residential rate. The following rates per month shall be charged for water
service furnished to residential consumers by the city through meters to each
separate connection in every instance in which a different charge is not
expressly and clearly provided for elsewhere in this division:

For the first 2,000 gallons of waterused.............ccccvvvvnnennn... $25.20
For each 1,000 gallons of water used over 2,000 gallons .......... $ 2.00

(2) Minimum charge for residential consumers. The minimum monthly charge
for residential consumers shall be $21.50.

(3) Commercial rate. The following rates per month shall be charged for water
service furnished to commercial consumers by the city through meters to each
separate connection in every instance in which a different charge is not
expressly and clearly provided for everywhere in this division:

For the first 2,000 gallons of water used.. ..$25.20
For each 1,000 gallons of water used over 2 DI}D ga]_lcms ...5 2.60

(4) Minimum charge for commercial consumers. The minimum monthly charge
for commercial consumers shall be $25.20.
SECTION 6. Section 90-66 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Mt}ntgomery, Texas,

is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 90-66. Monthly rates for sewer service outside city.
